Haiti is a Chilean DJ and producer whose sound lies at the intersection of
contemporary electronic music and Afro-Latin American roots, constructing a deeply

rhythmic, hypnotic, and culturally diverse club narrative. With over two decades of
experience, he has developed his own unique language where groove, percussion, and

global exploration translate into sets with high physical and emotional impact.

He is the founder of Afrik & The Smiling Orchestra, along with Larva (Pablo Vargas), a
project with three released albums, exploring the fusion of organic instrumentation,
African heritage, and electronic technology, consolidating an artistic identity that
transcends traditional formats. Simultaneously, his project Yellow Fever, with Nara
Back, has taken him to international circuits with tours across Europe and a vinyl

release on Ruta 5, including collaborations with key figures such as Dandy Jack and
Pier Bucci.

In the DJ booth, his sets are an immersive experience that seamlessly blends house and
techno, characterized by powerful basslines, hypnotic structures, and a curation that

integrates influences from diverse cultures into a code entirely geared towards the
dance floor. His sound transcends trends: it builds atmosphere, tension, and release

with a recognizable and constantly evolving identity.
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Throughout his career, Haití has ​​performed in key cities on the global scene such as
Berlin, Paris, New York, Barcelona, ​​Lisbon, Budapest, Vienna, and Istanbul, playing in

iconic clubs like Club der Visionaere, Sisyphos, and Kater Blau. He has shared the
stage with a wide range of artists, including Herbie Hancock, Tricky, A Guy Called

Gerald, Moderat, Mad Professor, Dandy Jack, Sonja Moonear, Dinky, Ricardo
Villalobos, Ellen Allien, Pier Bucci, and Matías Aguayo, among others, demonstrating

the breadth of his musical universe.

His presence has also extended to top-tier international festivals such as
Lollapalooza, DGTL, Mysteryland, Tomorrowland, Rototom Sunsplash, and Piknic

Electronik, solidifying a trajectory that straddles the underground and the
mainstream without losing artistic coherence.

Beyond the club,
10 years ago create Mapocho Bailable, a traveling cultural platform that activates

public spaces in Santiago with a talking bicycle through music, dance, and
solidarity initiatives for people experiencing homelessness, reflecting a vision

where music is not only heard, but also lived and shared in this initiative.

Currently, Haití continues to expand its reach with new projects and releases,
deepening a quest that connects tradition and avant-garde in a single pulse.
